When a residual current protective device (RCD) is used this current is the residual operating current providing disconnection in the time specified in 411.3.2.2 or 411.3.2.3. 

Uo 
is the nominal a.c. or d.c. line to earth voltage in volts (V).

NOTE Where compliance with this subclause is provided by an RCD, the disconnecting times in accordance with Table 41.1 relate to prospective residual fault currents significantly higher than the rated residual operating current of the RCD (typically 5 I∆n).
